Why the Junior High?

The talk which has arisen in Andover
lately about the junior high plan might lead
one to believe that this town had adopted

| recently a novel, untried, untested way of
educating their seventh and eighth grade
children, As a matter of fact there has been

| no fundamental change in educational policy
here for years. The local seventh and eighth
grades were departmentalized at least fifteen
years ago, years after the junior high plan
had been adopted elsewhere. It is not new in

Andover; it is not Andover alone which has

the junior high plan. In Massac husetts there

are 22 towns of population between 9,000 and

14,000, and of these 19 are working under the

1 junior high system. Of those between 7,000

and 9,000 nine have the junior high and nine

do not. In other words of 40 towns of about

Andover’s size in Massachusetts, 28 operat

under the junior high system

I'he trouble with the junior high system
here in Andover has been simply this: some

1 of the people don’t understand it, and others
won't. Some of the people who are continually

sewailing school costs blame the costs on the

5 junior high system. And in the same breath

they warn Andover that other towns are on

the rocks. The most notorious example of
any town'’s being on the rocks, however, is the
town of Clinton, which is one of the three
towns between 9,000 and 14,000 that do not
have the junior high system. Methuen also
was not able to pay its employees, and it does
not have the junior high plan

As a matter of hard, cold facts, however,
here in Andover the junior high system has
actually reduced the cest of education per
child. it has been less expensive per capita to

transportation costs than it was to run the
decentralized plan, which involves extra
teachers, extra janitors, extra heating and
lighting costs. It would cost Andover a great
deal of money to return to the district school
plan, and it would the children of
Andover much more by depriving them of the
proper education

cost

The junior high system was first seriously
talked of back in 1893 when a committee
headed by President Eliot of Harvard in
vestigated the imperative need for reform in
grades below the ninth did the report in
i 1899 of the Committee on College Entrance
Examinations. They contended even then
that “the seventh grade, rather than the
ninth, is the natural turning point in the
| child’s life, as the age of adolescence demands
new methods and wise direction.” They
reported that the transition from one to the
{ other “ might be made more natural and easy

by changing from the one-teacher regime to
the system of special teachers, thus avoiding
the violent shock now commonly felt on
entering the high school.” And these were
| not all. More educators delved deeply into
the subject, more people who understood
children and their reacticns to educational
3 4 methods investigated the matter thoroughl
and all came to the same conclusion: the
junior high is the best way to educate the
adolescent child. So with all this weight of
authority from people who had studied the
matter sufficiently to know what they were
{ talking about, it little unusual to

No matter what the walk of life, the de
mands on the younger generation are becom- |
ing more and more severe, as individual
competition as well as life generally, is be
coming mote exacting and complex |

Our old methods, ideas, thoughts and |
modes of living are changing rapidly and |
even the basis of the sciences are changing.
The boy and girlof today who are to become
the man and woman of the future will need all
that we of this generation can give them in |
the way of up o vate education, and after all |
that part of the tax which we will pay for a |
modern school system, is small in amount as
compared to the desire we all have to do the
best we can for our children

Of course it is difficult for one without
children to bring themselves to do a part in |
the general good, but others did the best they |
could for them and they owe much to the |
future generation.

In accordance with your request, we
submit this report, together with preliminary
drawings, covering proposed changes in the
present heating installations in the Central
Group of school buildings for the Town of
Andover.

Building Survey. The writer made an
inspection of the present school buildings for
the purpose of ascertaining the amount of the
heating load and making recommendations of
changes calculated to reduce the cost of plant
operation, and in other ways provide better
satisfaction in operation

Stowe School. This building is apparent
ly provided with sufficient radiation for heat
ing. In fact, for much of the time difficulty is
experienced from overheating, which un
doubtedly is wasteful of fuel, as no means has
been provided for reducing the steam pres
sure as required by outside temperature
conditions. The ventilation in this qul»lnu,
is not adequate, but for a building of its age
probably little further is to be expected
unless material changes are made in the
present heating installation

John Dove School. Inspection of this
| building leads to the same conclusion as
outlined in the case of the Stowe School

Samuel Jackson Building. This building
contains the present boiler plant, supplying
steam to the present gioup of buildings

\Imost without exception, the five rooms of
this building are overheated. We are in
formed that it is rarely necessary to turn
steam on to the radiators, owing to the
excessive heat given oif from the present
boilers and basement 1n|.1ng which in mild
weather are more than is required for heating
the building. In other respects, the comments
on the Stowe School apply with equal force to
this building

Old Punchard School. This building is
| heated entirely by direct radiation, and in no
sense complies with the State laws concerning
ventilation, as there is none. It therefore
requires very little steam to keep it warm, and
the system should be replaced this build
ing is to be retained—in order to provide
reasonably adequate ventilation.

New High School Building. This is a
modern building, properly equipped for both
heating and ventilation, and with the excep
ticn of improvements in heating installations
that have come into use since 1916, there is no
reason to comment upon the present installa
tion

Boiler Plant. There are now installed in
the basement of the Jackson Building, the
following boilers

The two boilers
installed in that year can scarcely be ex
pected to be of service much longer. 25 to 30
years is about the limit on usefulness of this
type of boiler

Unquestionably, there is a very consider
able waste of fuel from these four boilers, due
to the type of setting, boiler insulation and
ack of insulation on the basement ceiling

Furthermore, in the event of the new
Junior High School being built, these four
| boilers will not serve to heat the present
| buildings adequately, as well as the new
| building. Of course, if the auditorium and
gymnasium are built, the situation will be
| even worse in that respect
| We estimate that, with the construction of
| the three buildings now under consideration
the total heating load will be fully twice what
